Through fun and informative lectures, demos, handouts, assignments, and photo critiques,
students will gain confidence to move beyond automatic mode to take control of trickier situations.

This class is designed for individuals no photography experience. A digital single lens reflex camera is
required. (Point-and-shoot cameras do not have enough creative control.) Students should bring their
camera, manual, and 4-5 photos to the first class. Class size is strictly limited to 10 students.

Intermediate Photography Class

formats, colorspace, and printer settings. While the format is mostly lecture supported by demonstrations, we
will shoot on-location, as weather permits, to gain hands-on experience with capturing artistic images of
seascapes, landscapes, and people.

Prerequisite: Completion of the Basic Photography class or proof of understanding of shutter speed, aperture
and basic exposure is required. Students should bring their digital SLR camera, manual, and 4-5 photos to the
first class. Class size is strictly limited to 10 students.
